 Below are events that have happened and what was discussed at our most recent Board 

meeting  

 Flu Shots were given by Rite Aide Pharmacy once again this year and about 35 homeowners 

took advantage of this on Monday, September 18th.

 PUMP STATION 

       INSTALLATION of new pumps are scheduled as of this note for the week of Oct. 2nd. The 

 painters, who paint the pump well,  had COVID and this has delayed the process. 

Rakes have been removed from other manholes. Re: Cost of new pumps  should be about 

$160,000 . Even with new pumps please nothing except pee, poop and toilet paper should be 

flushed down your toilets.  

 VALVE REPLACEMENTS 

I There were 60 valves replaced this past summer and luckily only 3 were defective. The 

repairing process of those 3 started on Friday Sept. 15, 2023. The full cost of this project which 

includes 63 valves was a little over $36,000 …thank God we had this in the reserve to be 

utilized..As we previously said, another 60 valves will be replaced next year. 

 GUTTER CLEANING AND POWER WASHING 

We are planning to have power washing done on all walkways done within the next few weeks. 

Cleaning of the gutters will be done once the leaves have fallen off the trees, around mid 

December. 

 POOL TABLE REPAIR  

The pool tables in the clubhouse were in need of repair and realigning and this was completed 

mid September. The pool table are looking good. 

 FLOWERS & FLOWER BOXES 

17 self watering flower boxes with a lifetime guarantee have been ordered and are expected to 

be delivered within 2 weeks…Any homes that previously have had these will have them installed 

within 4-6 weeks. 

 EXPOSED WIRING & UTILITY BOXES 



 

 

There are many electrical and optimum box covers that needed repair.  

Touchstone is investigating to see whether they are from PSEG or Optimum and will have them 

repaired.   

 FRONT GATE 

       The visitors gate was bent inward about 3x … Phyllis proposing to look into a cellular trail 

camera  to catch who is doing this. Cost of camera is less than $500. 

 NEW HOMES 

       Awaiting approval of site design plans of homes. We are getting close. When we receive the site 

 plans we will let you know and we will post them. 

 ENTERTAINMENT COMMITTEE CABINETS  

       Someone tried to break into them unsuccessfully.. Locks were bent.  If something is locked, it 

 means i I t’s not for you to open. These cabinets are labeled and Only for the Entertainment 

Committee’s use. 

 MSG  

       Continues to improve with direction for edging, removal of weeds and not getting grass into the 

 mulched areas. We have a plan for weeding next summer, where each home will be weeded 

 monthly.  

       PRUNING to be done with fall cleanup.

 ELECTRICIANS

 POOL VIOLATIONS 

       Suffolk County Dept of health found 18 blue violations to be fixed at the pool. These will need to 

be  fixed before next year. One of the violations was a trip hazard from the wooden expanders in 

the  cement. We are getting proposals to repair all of this. 

 CEMENT PROPOSALS 43 

      We are getting cement proposals to fix some areas that are trip hazards around Country Village 

as well  as handicapped curbs for easy access to the street.  

 HANDICAP BATHROOM  

      We have discovered mold in the bathroom. After investigating it was determined that a pipe is 

leaking  under the floor. This will be repaired and we will be replacing the toilet and  sink with handicap 

fixtures.
